Enns Textile will retrofit their furniture finishing and small scale textile manufacturing facility, increase their production and generate cash flow for further expansion. This expansion will create six full-time jobs and two part-time jobs in Elgin County.

The fund targets community-based initiatives that support regional development, attract and retain people and investment, and stimulate business development and job creation.
