Fruit and Vintner Consulting will receive up to $58,000 to provide consulting services for local fruit farmers and wineries. The company will assist local wineries to bolster the already good quality of their wine through the sharing of information on chemical and biological background on growing grapes, soil analysis, specialized bottling, scouting during the growing season and spray recommendations. This project will create one full-time and two seasonal jobs.
 
Funding is being provided through the Sand Plains Community Development Fund administered by the Ontario Association of Community Futures Development Corporations. The fund targets community-based initiatives that support regional development, attract and retain people and investment, and stimulate business development and job creation.
