Government of Canada Invests in family campground EXPANsion 
 

APPIN, ONTARIO, AUGUST 31, 2011 – A local campground will add more campsites, improve tourism and boost the local economy with the support of the Government of Canada. Member of Parliament for Lambton-Kent-Middlesex Bev Shipley, on behalf of Agriculture Minister Gerry Ritz, announced the investment of $180,000 for the Jefferson Junction Campground to facilitate both upgrades and expansion.
 

“Family run businesses such as Jefferson Junction Family Campground have an important impact on the local community and tourism in the region, helping to boost our economy.” said MP Shipley. “This expansion is proof our Government is dedicated to projects that deliver real results for our families and our communities that will also help boost the local economy at the same time.” 
 

Jefferson Junction will invest in a new sewer and water treatment system that will help accommodate over 100 campsites.  It will also provide service upgrades to more than 120 existing sites.  This project will create four part-time jobs and increase seasonal tourist traffic and more permanent year-round residents. Local businesses will be used to perform the upgrades.
 

This capital loan is being provided through the Sand Plains Community Development Fund administered by the Ontario Association of Community Futures Development Corporations. The fund targets community-based initiatives that support regional development, attract and retain people and investment, and stimulate business development and job creation.
