GOVERNMENT of CANADA HELPS LOCAL BUSINESS manufacture more jobs and growth

TILLSONBURG, ONTARIO, MARCH 22, 2012 – A Sand Plains business will expand and create local jobs with the support of the Government of Canada. Member of Parliament Dave Mackenzie (Oxford), on behalf of Agriculture Minister Gerry Ritz, announced today an investment of up to $120,000 to Tillsonburg Tube Inc. to purchase new equipment and expand its workforce.

“Our Government remains focused on creating jobs and growth in communities across Canada,” said MP Mackenzie. “This investment will help Tillsonburg Tube expand to become more competitive while creating local jobs and strengthening the Sand Plains economy.”

Tillsonburg Tube is a manufacturer of containers and storage products for the yellow grease industry. The grease collected in the containers is used to make biodiesel. The company will use the investment to expand and reorganize their plant floor and purchase new equipment. The new shop design and new equipment will allow them to increase their productivity and increase their sales. The company will train their existing employees in management and teach them organizational skills. This project will maintain the 15 jobs it currently has as well as create up to five new full-time jobs.

“The best part about the Sand Plains Community Development Fund is that it has allowed us to invest in our process as well as our product offering,” said Keith Prince, President of Tillsonburg Tube. “We have been able to pursue our own product line that previously wasn’t possible financially.”

The funding is being provided through the Sand Plains Community Development Fund and is administered by the Ontario Association of Community Futures Development Corporations. The fund targets community-based initiatives that support regional development, attract and retain people and investment, and stimulate business development and job creation.
