GOVERNMENT OF CANADA INVESTS IN ENERGY EFFICIENCY 
AND CREATES JOBS IN NORFOLK COUNTY
DELHI, ONTARIO, AUGUST 16, 2010 – The Government of Canada is helping a local company create jobs to create a new line of energy saving winter cooling towers. The $242,000 contribution was announced today by the Honourable Diane Finley, Minister of Human Resources and Skills Development Canada.
"I'm pleased to help communities in Haldimand-Norfolk grow by delivering investments like this one," said Minister Finley. "Waltco Systems Ltd. will use this important investment to expand their company and create local jobs." 

The prototype towers will be used to cool water during the manufacturing process. The company will adapt the current systems to be used in the colder Canadian climate. This will improve energy efficiency in production by up to 25 percent. 

Waltco Systems Ltd. will create up to eight full-time jobs over the next two years while also increasing its demand for parts and accessories from local suppliers. This company is seeking North American Cooling Institute certification once the prototypes are fully developed and would become the only Canadian manufacturer with this designation in the field.   
Funding is being provided through the Sand Plains Community Development Fund administered by the Ontario Association of Community Futures Development Corporations. The fund targets community-based initiatives that support regional development, attract and retain people and investment, and stimulate business development and job creation.
